Jumps Racing Comes to the Spring Racing Carnival

A demonstration will be held at Federation Square today to coincide with the Melbourne Cup Parade of Champions in defence of all jumps horses who risk their lives every time they race. 

A review of jumps racing this year resulted in a ban for hurdle racing for the rest of the season because of safety concerns for both horse and rider. 

In 2008,

1:24 horses were killed on the racetrack

More than 1:4 horses failed to return to the racetrack after an injury or fall

1:3 jumps jockeys sustained injuries which prevented them from racing

Animal Liberation (NSW), along with the other member groups of the Coalition for the Protection of Horses, is calling for an immediate ban on this cruel and brutal sport. 

“There is simply no justifiable reason why jumps racing should continue”, claims Campaign Manager, Elio Celotto, “Watching horses fall and be killed for human entertainment is a blight on our society. We will vigorously continue this fight until Jumps Racing is banned”

500 Helium balloons with the words “ 1:24 jumps horses killed in 2008” will be handed out as a peaceful protest intending to educate the public about the abhorrent cruelty of jumps racing.
