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Victorian Police Minister Allows for on the Spot Permits for Firearms at Gun & Hunting Expo

Animal Liberation and National Coalition for Gun Control demand gun and hunting expo be cancelled

On 9-10th of February the town of Wodonga will host one of the nation’s biggest gun and hunting expos.

The expo will have on display militarily-style semi-automatic firearms and provide on the spot permits to possess a firearm for people who want to buy a firearm on the day.

The National Coalition for Gun Control claims the expo is illegal and breaches a number of serious provisions under the Firearms Act (Victoria) including: storage requirements for firearms, the legal obligation to ascertain whether someone is a fit and proper via a 28 day waiting period. 

The Chair of the National Coalition for Gun Control, Samantha Lee states, “Why the Victorian Police Minister, Bob Cameron, would allow for a gun and hunting expo to take place that breaches the Firearms Act and jeopardies public safety is beyond me. 

“You would think the Minister would have learnt from the triple shooting in central Melbourne in June 2007, when Wayne Hudson shot three people and killed Brendan Keilar, that gun ownership, possession and display should be stringently regulated for the sake of public safety.”
The National Coalition for Gun Control would also like to know what type of permit was granted by the Police Minster to allow the expo to take place, as the expo does not fall within any permit type under the Firearms Act or Regulation.

The National Coalition for Gun Control has written and phoned the Police Minister about the matter, but has received no response. 

The NCGC is calling on the Police Minister to prevent the expo from going ahead.
