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An Enormous Egg to Represent an Enormous Problem

Australia’s fetish for ‘big icons’ today saw Animal Liberation groups from all around Australia gathered together to launch their ‘Big Egg’ printed with the words, “Eggstreme Cruelty”.

Animal Liberation spokesperson Emma Hurst says, “10.5 million chickens in Australia are currently imprisoned in battery cages. Even with the introduction of an increased space allowance, the battery hen will spend her entire life on a space smaller than an A4 piece of paper. She is cramped, weak, broken-boned and bored out of her mind. But the barn laid system doesn’t seem to be much better. A recent investigation into RSPCA endorsed barn-laid eggs showed that chickens here suffer similarly.”
This demonstration coincides with the timing of the World Poultry Congress held at Brisbane Convention Centre. Event attendee, Pace Eggs will be centre-stage at the launch of the enormous egg. Posters were put up around Brisbane last night with graphic pictures of battery and barn laying hens depicting the suffering they endure for cheap eggs. The public need to see the horrific side to their egg production, and no-one needs to be an economist to know that Supply = Demand.
Animal Liberation spokesperson Emma Hurst says, “Industry operators such as Pace Farms need to start making big changes.  Already we have seen food giants such as McDonalds and Subway in Europe, as well as UK retailers including Sainsbury’s and Marks & Spencer make the ethical decision not to use or sell eggs that come from the battery-caged system. Animal Liberation would like to see Australian companies step up to the mark and make these changes too.”
