MULESING CLIPS JUST ANOTHER UNACCEPTABLE CRUEL MESS

AUSTRALIAN WOOL INNOVATION FAILS TO BE TRANSPARENT AND REVEAL THE AGONY LAMBS SUFFER WHEN ‘TREATED’ WITH CLIPS

Mark Pearson, Executive Director, Animal Liberation NSW said:


“AWI and the wool industry are trying to fanfare clips as the ‘humane’ alternative to conventional mulesing - but it could not be further from the truth because they refuse to show us the truth: no animal protection group has been able to observe the application of the clips and the lambs’ immediate responses and behaviour for hours afterwards.

“So we can only assume there is a lot to hide. It seems the procedure is far worse than the use of rubber rings for castration because the principle is identical: crushing nerves and flesh tissue and stopping blood flow. Professor Grant states in the Australian Veterinary Journal (Vol. 85 March 2007) that “Castration with a rubber ring was the highest rank procedure on the integrated pain score.” Clips would cause at least this and worse.


“Even Ian Evans, the AWI Project Manager told The Land “…there was a stress reaction in a similar way to when rubber rings were applied to…lambs’ testicles…tests show the pain lasts two-three hours.”


“I call on McLaughlan and AWI to come clean and show the worlds retailers and animal groups what is really happening to these lambs during these brutal experiments – let the RSPCA, Animal Liberation and PETA see for themselves. Otherwise there would be no other comparison to use except slamming someone’s finger in a car door and leaving it there to eventually drop off!


“If the wool industry thinks retailers will accept clips as the agreed humane alternative to mulesing and that animal groups internationally will accept them at all - it’s dreaming!”
