National Parks and Wildlife Service comes under fire over Aerial Culling

Animal Liberation took to the Supreme Court yesterday in an effort to prevent aerial shooting of goats in both Wollondilly River and Nattai Nature Reserves. Justice Gzelle reserved his decision and requested NPWS to make an appearance in the Supreme Court at 10am today to justify their decision to kill goats from a helicopter.

“Animal Liberation has undertaken forensic examinations of goats previously shot by NPWS and the evidence is pointing to this type of killing method being inhumane and causing extreme suffering in animals which are  not cleanly killed” stated Angie Stephenson of Animal Liberation.


“National Parks and Wildlife Service have previously come under fire for killing goats using this method on Lord Howe Island and were temporarily restrained from doing so by Animal Liberation in 2003 in Wamagarma National Park and Tabletops Nature Reserve”

“Animal Liberation, today, is seeking to permanently injunct NPWS from any further culls of goats using this method until the Government changes its policy on aerial culling for all animals”
