Angie Stephenson, Project Manager, Animal Liberation states:


“The commercial kangaroo industry is responsible for the long, lingering deaths of nearly 1 million young joeys each year from shock, terror, starvation and predation. A brutal toll that no other wildlife slaughter on earth has to answer to, including the controversial Japanese whale slaughter.
“The industry is calling for public comment on the just-released, revised Code of Practice for the humane killing of kangaroos which now suggests that if a young-at-foot joey is left motherless, it should also be shot”

“Of the total commercial kangaroo kill, approximately 25% are females with joey at foot, the next generation of kangaroos are about to be wiped off the face of the earth due to this new draft code.
“Instead of killing the young at foot joey, we should be saying ‘no’ to killing females at all. This industry is not, as it claims, sustainable, and now it’s advocating the killing of children, it’s even more gruesome than whale killing.”
