STOP! Don’t Shoot

Protesters put themselves between bullets and goats

Protesters walk onto state owned Wollondilly River Nature Reserve, Nattai reserve and surrounding reserves, to protest the inhumane aerial shooting of goats by National Parks and Wildlife Service (NPWS) 

Protesters will enter the parks today armed with 2.5 meter high white ‘surrender’ flags, to attract the attention of helicopters, in an attempt to stop the killing. Speaking with Mike Powell of NPWS yesterday, and being assured the cull was to continue today, protesters have taken the lives of goats into their own hands.

Angie Stephenson, Animal Liberation NSW spokesperson states, 

“Yesterday we entered several parks filming the goats peacefully wandering around hillsides. I would like to see the scientific evidence which states these goats are causing supposed environmental problems. Even the owners of adjoining land say the goats are helpful in reducing ground cover which reduces the risk of an out of control fire in summer. Not only that, neighbours of these parks, Brian and Ina Cassburn from Wollondilly River Camping ground, have previously taken care of wounded goats who have been shot by the NPWS. This is deplorable.

 “Earlier this year we lodged an injunction in the Supreme Court to prevent this cruel ‘culling’ method from taking place. Goats are shot under FAAST principles, one of them being that the correct distance from a target is 40-50meters. At this distance, with helicopter blades blasting the air, goats will run for cover and it’s common for injuries to occur.

Aerial killing of horses in NSW by NPWS is now banned, due to evidence provided from the inhumane aerial slaughter of horses in Guy Fawkes River National Park.

Animal Liberation is calling on the NPWS to cease aerial culling immediately
