Noisy rally against Bull Riding and Rodeos planned by Animal Liberation

Wyong Rugby Leagues Club is presenting the East Coast Bull Riding Championships this Saturday 13th January. Animal Liberation and every Australian animal protection organisation, including the RSPCA, are opposed to rodeos.

Liberationists will rally outside the event and ensure on-lookers realise rodeos are not a harmless portrayal of ranching skills, they are a cruel event which encourages an acceptance of brutal treatment of animals in the name of sport.

“Rodeos and Bull Riding events are cruel and barbaric, causing stress and injury to animals for the sake of entertainment. Flank straps, spurs and electric prods are used to make the animals buck.” Says Kristi-Anna Brydon, Animal Liberation spokesperson. 

“These prods are often misused on genitals and the face, which is illegal, in order to get the animal revved up for the show.” States Ms Brydon.

Animals injured at rodeos and bull riding events are often not given any veterinary care. In fact, vets are not required to be on site, nor are the RSPCA. Usually injured animals are shot or hit over the head and left for dead. Animals who are sent to abattoirs afterwards are often so bruised their flesh cannot be used for anything, not even pet food.  

“Telstra withdrew major sponsorship of Tamworth Rodeo a few years ago due to Animal Liberation exposing the cruelty involved with this event. The East Coast Bull Riding Championships is sponsored by a number of local businesses and we’re asking for them to withdraw support so as to uphold their reputations as community leaders and not supporting animal cruelty, instead, choosing compassion over violence”. Ms Brydon stated.
