The way we do this is by entering factory farms and other industrial animal factories to investigate the conditions animals are in and exposing these revolting conditions to the public. 

Angie Stephenson, Project Manager, states “It is quite common to find dead, dying and injured animals in factory farms. When we rescue animals from such conditions, we will have them assessed by a vet and re-homed where they will live the rest of their lives free from the physical and psychological suffering of the factory where they were previously incarcerated”

The aim of the meeting is to empower people to get active to expose animal cruelty and end animal exploitation within their local area. The agenda will be released shortly and footage of the recent Kangaroo expose will be shown to those who attend on the night. We want each person to leave the meeting empowered, knowing they can make an individual difference to the plight of animals.
