Early this morning, motorists driving under the Napier and Brunswick Road overpasses on the Tullamarine Freeway which links Melbourne Airport to the city of Melbourne were privy to two new 18m long Billboard promoting the Melbourne Spring Racing Carnival which had been altered to read “It’s crueller than you think”. Animal activists are alerting racing punters to the brutality within the racing industry which is largely hidden behind a veil of secrecy.

Each year…..

· Around 18000 foals are born

· Only a third of these will ever race

· Less than 2% of these will ever win enough money to cover costs

· Most will not race more than 3 years, their careers and often their lives cut dramatically short

· More than 80% do not race beyond 5 year olds 

· One third of the racing population is replaced each year 

Why??     They are no longer profitable or carry injuries.

Horseracing Facts

· Most racehorses in training are confined to stables up to 22 hours per day. As a result of being fed an unnatural diet and unable to continuously graze, 90% of racehorses in training suffer from painful stomach ulcers

· As a result of over exertion, 90% of racehorses suffer from Pulmonary bleeding  (Bleeding of the lungs)

· Both legal and illegal pain masking drugs are used to get injured horses up one more time to squeeze out one more prize money cheque. As a result many thousands of horses sustain career and life ending injuries.

Animal Liberation NSW spokesperson, Angie Stephenson, states “The time has come for the racing industry to come clean about what happens to the estimated 18,000 racehorses who leave the racing industry each year. It is common knowledge most end up as dog food or slaughtered and exported to Japan and France for steaks and burgers. The racing industry which earns billions of dollars year in, year out, on the backs of innocent horses, needs to be made accountable for the welfare of every single racehorse in its care.”
