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Traditional owners reclaim Belconnen land to save remaining kangaroos
9 Traditional elders have just walked onto the site where the mass killing of kangaroos has been taking place for the last 4 days.
Animal Liberation ACT spokesperson Bernie Brennan is on site and says, “Isabelle, who is their leader, has been working with us on this issue for months. It is absolutely amazing to see the traditional owners taking a very serious stand for their totem animal, the kangaroo”
The police were called and are currently on site attempting to arrest Isabelle and her family.
The kangaroo kill has been the subject of criticism from all aspects of society. The Australian Defence Force, yesterday, refused an offer from Animal Liberation groups to relocate the animals themselves. 
Mr Brennan continues, “There is clearly another agenda operating here, we found that out when Defence refused the offer of us to relocate the animals ourselves, and instead continued to kill them. What that alternative agenda is or why, we don’t quite know as yet.”

Yesterday as the animals were rushed into being herded, many of the animals were so stressed they attempted to escape onto to jump into the high fencing repeatedly. 

Animal Rights and Welfare groups have been at the site protesting since Monday.
Overnight the words ‘Death Camp’ were sprayed in huge red letters, readable from the sky, near where the kangaroos are being shot with darts and killed.
