PACE FARMS UNDER FIRE FOR BUILDING A 125,000 BATTERY CAGE HEN OPERATION WHILE THE EU AND OTHER COUNTRIES ARE BANNING THEM

Angie Stephenson, spokeswoman for The Animal Societies Federation of NSW states:


“This morning 35 activists entered Pace Farms’ ‘Henholme’ at Belconnen, near Newcastle NSW, and have locked down at a construction which was to incarcerate 125,000 hens in cages. These hens would have the space of less than an A4 sheet of paper and have to stand on thin sloping wires for their entire lives.

“World renowned experts, Professors Broom and Dawkins, have just recently been in Australia telling industry and government that the battery cage is inherently cruel and unacceptable. But a business like Pace Farms ignores them and proceeds to build this concentration camp for animals.


“The protestors will not leave the site until Pace agrees to dismantle the cages and lead the way to relegating the battery cage to the scrap heap of history where it belongs.”
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
