Kill Jumps racing, not horses

1: 60 Starters killed In Jumps races in 2008

Melbourne, Australia- 

Animal Liberation, a partner of the Coalition for the Protection of Racehorses will be demonstrating at Flemington Racecourse this weekend for a ban on this cruel and dangerous ‘sport’ of jumps racing. 

When: Sat 28th June, 11am

Where: Main Gates of Flemington Racecourse

After many years of implementing changes to jumps races to make them safe, the 2008 season is proof that the only change that will make Jumps Racing safe is to have it banned.

In just 56 races so far this season, Silver Bonanza, Victory Sweep, Shades of Dane, Poker Face and Force Nine, Rhythm Stick, Crying Storm and Turbo Charged have all been killed on the racetrack as a result of injuries from jumps racing.

Who knows how many have been injured during training, trials and racing and may never reappear again?

1n 1991, a Senate Select Committee recommended Jumps Racing be phased out in 3 years.

“Jumps racing was banned in NSW in 1997 and was recently phased out in Tasmania. The time has now come for Victoria and South Australia to follow.” Claims, Elio Celotto, spokesperson for the Horseracingkills Campaign. 
“To allow such carnage in the name of entertainment is reprehensible. With 8 horses already dead on the track, who knows how many more will die before the year’s out. The only acceptable outcome is a total ban.” 

We applaud Mr Hulls for taking a firm stance against this institutionalised cruelty and publicly asking the Mr Duffy, (Chairman of Racing Victoria) for an urgent update of the effectiveness of the new safety jumps. Mr Hulls, don’t be blinded by the emotional reaction by the ‘Jumps Enthusiasts.’  Neville Fielke, Chief Executive Officer & Managing Director of RVL, said in 2003 when the new-safe jumps were being introduced “……even in the first year we are looking for 100% improvement across the board.” 

“Look at the facts: Eight horses dead so far and many others crippled. That’s improvement?  Jumps Racing is bloody cruel”, States Mr Celotto.
