ILLEGAL HELICOPTER SHOOTING BY 

NATIONAL PARKS AND WILDLIFE SERVICE PUTS LIVES OF CHILDREN AT RISK

Campers were shocked when a helicopter swooped overhead and began shooting at a cliff where bush-walkers frequent. In a letter to management of the Wollondilly River Station a concerned camper states:

“The helicopter was at least a third of the way down the mountain from the top of the hill, our two boys were off exploring on that side of the river, my partner was hysterical”

On the 24th August 2006, The National Parks and Wildlife Service operated an illegal aerial cull of wild goats. The goats killed were within the boundary of the Wollondilly River Station, a privately owned camping ground. 

Animal Liberation spokesperson Angie Stephenson says

“We will be seeking a Supreme Court injunction to stop aerial culling of all animals on the grounds that it is inherently cruel. Marksmen are rarely able to get off a clean shot because the animals are frightened and scatter when they hear the noise of helicopter blades. We have retained a forensic pathologist to examine the dead goats at Wollondilly River Station.

At least two pregnant females died a slow death from body shots, another goat had fallen down the cliff after being shot, the exit wound clearly visible through its stomach.”

There are a small number of goats living on the grounds of the Wollondilly River Station, owner Brian Casburn says 

“The goats are not causing any problems to the environment; in a few hundred years they will be native anyway. We’ve had wounded goats come into the campsite and we care for them until they are ok to go back up the cliff by themselves.”

“Aerial culling of so-called feral animals is not efficient, nor is it effective. It is time to stop such inhumane practices. If the Government wants to ensure population control they should use new methods such as oral contraception which are being trialed on kangaroos in the ACT” says Angie Stephenson.
