PORKERS ON THE LOOSE

For the four Saturdays to Christmas, Animal Liberation activists will be outside supermarkets around Australia informing the public about the plight of pigs in sow stalls and the conditions they are forced to endure.
4 supermarkets over 4 weekends represents the 16 weeks a pregnant sow is confined to a stall only 2 metres by 60 centimetres, allowing her to stand and shift forward and backwards, but little else; she is unable to turn around at all.
Amanda Vanstone’s piggery in South Australia is currently in the spotlight and she may find herself facing prosecution for the conditions in which pigs are kept, including stalls smaller than the industry code of practice.
Activists will be handing out recipe cards with details of the conditions these pigs are kept in, conditions which prevent them from exhibiting their natural inquisitive behaviour. Activists will answer questions from the public and urge them to not buy pork, ham or bacon. In addition, one location will have a new mock sow stall to show members of the public the actual size of these stalls. Shoppers will be urged to climb into the stall on their hands and knees and imagine being there for 16 weeks while their natural instincts and desires are oppressed.
We urge all shoppers to take part in a cruelty free Christmas, beginning by not buying pork.
Mark Pearson, Executive Director, Animal Liberation NSW says, “The conditions these pigs are kept in are deplorable, if a dog or cat were confined in a similar way there would be an uproar. In the interests of the pigs’ welfare we need this system to cease immediately, that begins with consumers who have it in their power to enforce change by simple alterations to purchasing choice. Such changes will get pigs out of this situation”.
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
