PETITION in support of: A ban on battery cages in egg production in NSW 
To the President and Members of the Legislative Council of New South Wales.  This petition of certain citizens of New South Wales states that:

The practice of confining hens to cages for egg production is abhorrent. Chickens are kept in extreme conditions. The birds have no access to natural light and are confined to a cage no larger than the size of an A4 piece of paper. Beaks are mutilated to stop birds pecking each other to death through the stress of confinement. 

Many jurisdictions around the world have phased out or are in the process of phasing out the use of battery cages.  Surveys continue to show that the majority of Australians object to battery cages. 
Your petitioners request that the house:

1. Supports a moratorium on the construction of new battery cages for egg production in NSW.

2. Take steps to phase out battery cages for egg production.
3. Demand that the NSW Government lobby the national regulator, Food Standards Australia and New Zealand, to ban the sale of battery cage eggs in Australia.
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
